Wild Rose first opened its doors in a Calgary industrial
park in 1996, Sensing perhaps that the going could
be tough in retail stores, founders Michael Tymchuk
and Alan Yule spent their first six years brewing only
draft ales for bar and restaurant sales. The first bottling
run at Wild Rose took place in 2002, around the time
that Yule departed the company, A spurt of growth
came after the company maoved the beers into smaller
bottles and six-packs.

In a province that does not have too many
indigenatis breweries and has even fewer notewarthy
seasonal beers, Cherry Porter has become a much-
anticipated release, usually launching at the start of
Novernber and selling out around Christmas. Each hatch
consumes an Impressive 176 pounds (80 kg) of cherries
and is macle with nine barley malts, thus creating a beer
of no small amaunt of complexity and character. SB

This ebony ale combines ample fruitiness with dark chacolate
inthe nose and a tasty mix of cherry frult, mocha, sweet splce,
toasted malt, and concentratad plum in the body.
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
